2.1 Mercer Street

This is where it all started. We have vendors who have been coming back to their same
booth for 20 years.

39 - 54 are on a sloping part of the street. There is no shade and it can get quite hdian

the sun is shining. This street has the most traffic which is good and bad. Lots of shoppers
but some are just trying to get from the Carnival to the BB@lectrical power is available in
select locations Booths 1 7 48 are on the North side of the seet.

2.2 Old Fitzhugh Road

This is one of the entrance streets, so you get a lot of walktraffic. It is next to the music
stage and the bathroomsso that isanother reason for people to be walking by. There are
some shadetrees as you get close to Merceithis is the only street that we allow vendors to
arrive and open their booths on Friday nightAll the booths have electricity.

2.3 Bluff Street

This is one of the main entrances off Hwy 290. There will be a lot of traffic but not as much
as on MercerSome of the booths have shade trees.

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2.4 Wallace Street

The pace on Wallacet&et is a little slower, but this gives your customers more time to

shop. Most of the booths have shade trees. If you have an even numbered booth you will be
setting up on asphalt or gravel. Odd numbered booths will be on dirt or graséou will be

very near the food vendors andhe BBQ area. The food always brings people to this area.
Bring a tarp for the ground if you have small items that might get lost if dropped in the grass
or if the ground is wet after a rain All the even numbered booths have electricity.

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Electricity

Electricity is not available at all locations. If your booth has electricity the outlet may be up 100 feet
away. Be sure and bring an extension cord. The electrical service provided is a single 20 Amp 120 Volt
outlet with Ground Fault protection. If you are powering a trailer, make sure that your trailer wiring
does not have neutral and ground tiedogether. This will cause the ground fault interrupter to trip. If
